(ConJinuedjrom page 4) 
about bio-fuels as an economic catalyst 
industry, today we are. It is our belief 
that ten years from now we'll be talk­
ing about technologies and industries 

that are inconceivable today. 

3. With regard to the length of time 
the 240-acre SRA RACEC site shall be 
held for use under this project, we 
believe it necessary to identify a sunset 
or horizon year at which time the 
lands unused by the program would 
revert back to full use by the SRA It is 
a common practice in Florida legisla­
tion that there is a sunset or horizon 
year. The idea that the identified 240 
acres be held in perpewity with no 
guarantee that they will ever be used 
entirely under the "RACEC Catalyst 
Project" does not resonate well. We 
would respectfully suggest that a hori­
zon year/reversion process, with spe­
cific criteria and sufficient details for 
understanding by all, be pursued and 

approved by the "family." 

4. Finally, the SRA is working on a 
comprehensive list of miscellaneous 
items for discussion with the "family." 
Specifically, we are focusing on a list of 
questions/comments related to proc­
ess and procedure. We believe that it 
is important for all involved to have an 
established and agreed-upon process 
and practice; i.e., who will need to 
approve interested industries - the 
"family", the SRA, or some other en­
tity! What is the procedure and time­
line for dealing with such approvals, if 
necessary? How can we retain confi­
dentiality with potential industries 
looking to locate at the SRA in order 

to maintain negotiating leverage! 

We put these issues before you to 
stimulate thought about the long-term 
implementation and effects of the 
South Central Florida RACEC Catalyst 
Project and we look forward to future 
discussions regarding same. We ap­
preciate your support in this project 
and believe that, together, we can 
make the SRA South Central Florida 
RACEC site a true economic catalyst 

for the FHREDI region. 
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
